There were no public comments.

2. CONSENT CALENDAR:

Alternate Director Boehmke motioned to approve, adopt and receive and file
these items.

ASSEMBLYMEMBER LISA CALDERON’S STATE BUDGET REQUEST ON BEHALF
OF THE AUTHORITY IN THE AMOUNT OF $1.25 MILLION FOR OPERATIONAL
EXPENSES.

Executive Director Gullo updated that this request, in Assembly Bill 178, has been fully
approved by the legislature and is now awaiting the governor’s approval signature. Chair Sulic
asked that an appreciation letter be sent to Assemblymember Calderon if this bill is enacted.
Executive Director Gullo added that clarification would also still be needed regarding how this
funding would be provided and exactly what expenses it could cover.

4. REVIEW OF AUTHORITY WORKPLAN FOR FISCAL YEAR 2021-2022, AND
REVIEW, DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING AUTHORITY
WORKPLAN FOR FISCAL YEAR 2022-23, AND REVIEW OF STRATEGIC
GUIDELINES.

Executive Director Gullo noted that several items will need to be carried over to the upcoming
workplan for 2022-2023, including finalizing the heli-hydrant agreement, implementing
various grants, seeking reimbursement funding from Proposition A, re-evaluating the need for
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a community facility district pending review of the recently procured financial analysis, and
addressing repairs at ranger residences.

Director Martinez motioned to approve this workplan for fiscal year 2022-
2023 as presented. Alternate Director Boehmke seconded this motion, and in a
roll call vote the motion passed unanimously.

5. REVIEW, DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING AUTHORITY
ANNUAL BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2022-23, AND REVIEW OF CORRESPONDING
BUDGETS.

Executive Director Gullo briefly reviewed the new format of this budget, and Authority
Consultant Kelly Telford advised that the Board approve the proposed budget Option 1 with
the deficit, and when the Board later considers how to allocate the spending of the state
funding specified earlier in item 3, that is the time when the funding gap will be filled. She
added that the Authority most likely will need to encumber the funds this fiscal year to secure
the funds.

Alternate Director Boehmke motioned to approve Option 1 of this budget for
fiscal year 2022-2023. Director Martinez seconded this motion, and in a roll
call vote the motion passed unanimously.

Consultant Telford explained the need for a budget amendment to address the fact that some
contracts from the prior fiscal year still need to be completed and paid based on the budget
numbers approved for that prior fiscal year, 2021-2022.

Alternate Director Boehmke motioned to approve this budget amendment of
$273,605.59 for ongoing contracts for fiscal year 2022-2023. Director
Martinez seconded this motion, and in a roll call vote the motion passed
unanimously.

Executive Director Gullo also described how the funding for management of the Whittier Hills
will be changing beginning with the next fiscal year, due to Los Angeles County’s changes in
the funding guidelines for Measure A.

6. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO
EXECUTE THE THIRTY-FIRST AMENDMENT OF THE OPEN SPACE
MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT WITH THE MOUNTAINS RECREATION AND
CONSERVATION AUTHORITY (MRCA) FOR MAINTENANCE AND OPERATION
SERVICES EXTENDING THE TERM AN ADDITIONAL YEAR FROM 7/1/22 TO 6/30/23
IN THE AMOUNT OF $452,936, OR FOR A REDUCED TERM AND/OR AMOUNT.
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Executive Director Gullo noted that she would like to retain the full ranger hours amount of 84
per week and also add $15,000 for some special projects. Counsel Gerli clarified that this
Agreement is therefore to be approved at the higher-hour rate but at the currently listed total,
with the difference between the two totals to be later filled when the Board considers how to
allocate the funding anticipated to be received via AB 178.

Alternate Director Boehmke motioned to authorize the Executive Director to
execute this Thirty-first Amendment of the Open Space Management
Agreement with the MRCA for an additional year from 7/1/22 to 6/30/23 in
the amount of $452,936. Director Martinez seconded this motion, and in a roll
call vote the motion passed unanimously.

Recommendation:
That the Board adopt the attached resolution, 2022-10.

Background:
The attached resolution is provided for your consideration to be in compliance with Assembly

Bill 361 which was signed into law on September 16, 2021 and made effective on October 1,
2021. AB 361 allows continued remote teleconference meetings without traditional Brown Act
compliance, provided certain findings can be made related to the ongoing state of emergency and
subject to adherence to certain new noticing and public participation requirements.

No later than 30 days after teleconferencing for the first time under AB 361 rules, and every 30
days thereafter, the Board must adopt a resolution making the required findings of necessity to
continue conducting public meetings remotely in reliance on AB 361 and affirming the measures
in place to allow remote public comments by the public.

It has been approximately 48 days from the adoption of the Authority’s 2022-09 resolution
which was approved at the last Board meeting on June 30, 2022 and valid through July 30,
2022, so the attached is a new initial resolution extending the timeframe for virtual meetings
through September 17, 2022.



RESOLUTION NO. 2022-10

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PUENTE HILLS
HABITAT PRESERVATION AUTHORITY PROCLAIMING A LOCAL
EMERGENCY AND AUTHORIZING THE TRANSITION TO USE OF REMOTE
TELECONFERENCE MEETING PROCEDURES BY THE BOARD OF
DIRECTORS AND ALL STANDING COMMITTEES OF THE AUTHORITY, AS
AUTHORIZED BY GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 54953(E) ET SEQ., FOR
THE INITIAL PERIOD OF AUGUST 18, 2022, THROUGH SEPTEMBER 17,
2022.

WHEREAS, the Puente Hills Habitat Preservation Authority (the “Authority’’) is committed
to preserving and nurturing public access, transparency, observation and participation in meetings
of the Board of Directors (the “Board”) and each of its standing committees; and

WHEREAS, all meetings of the Board and standing committees are open and public, as
required by the Ralph M. Brown Act, codified in Government Code sections 54950 et seq., so that
any member of the public may attend, participate, and observe the Board and standing committees
conduct their business; and

WHEREAS, the Brown Act, as amended by Assembly Bill 361 (2021), codified in
Government Code sections 54953(e) et seq., allows for remote teleconferencing observation and
participation in meetings by members of a legislative body and members of the public, without
compliance with the requirements of Government Code section 54953(b)(3) regarding
teleconferencing, subject to the existence of certain conditions; and

WHEREAS, the initial required condition is that the meeting is held during a state of
emergency that has been declared by the Governor pursuant to the California Emergency Services
Act at Government Code section 8625, proclaiming the existence of conditions of disaster or of
extreme peril to the safety of persons and property within the state and within the boundaries of the
Authority, caused by conditions as described in Government Code section 8558; and

WHEREAS, on March 4, 2020, pursuant to Government Code section 8625, Governor
Newsom declared the existence of a state of emergency for the State of California, which includes
area within the jurisdictional boundaries of the Authority, in response to the outbreak of respiratory
illness due to a novel coronavirus (a disease now known as COVID-19); and

WHEREAS, also on March 4, 2020, the County of Los Angeles followed suit and declared
the existence of a state of emergency for the County of Los Angeles; and

WHEREAS, Government Code section 54953(e) et seq. further requires that state or local
officials have imposed or recommended measures to promote social distancing; or, the legislative
body of the Authority finds that meeting in person would present imminent risk to the health and
safety of attendees; and

WHEREAS, the Board hereby finds that such emergency conditions now exist in the
Authority, such that meeting in person for the meetings of the Board and standing committees of
the Authority would present imminent risk to the health and safety of attendees as a result of the
increased risk of the spread of the COVID-19 virus among those in attendance; and
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WHEREAS, the Board hereby finds that the state of emergency due to the COVID-19 virus
and the conditions related thereto has caused, and will continue to cause, conditions of extreme
peril to the safety of persons within the Authority that are likely to be beyond the control of services,
personnel, equipment, and facilities of the Authority, and thereby affirms, authorizes, and proclaims
the existence of a local emergency and ratifies the proclamation of state of emergency by the
Governor of the State of California; and

WHEREAS, the Board hereby finds that, as a consequence of the existing local emergency,
the Board and all standing committees of the Authority shall conduct their meetings without
compliance with Government Code section 54953(b)(3), and shall instead comply with the remote
teleconference meeting requirements as authorized by Government Code section 54953(e) et seq.;
and

WHEREAS, the Board affirms that it will allow for observation and participation by Board
Members, Advisory Committee Members and the public via video and/or telephone access, in an
effort to protect the constitutional and statutory rights of all attendees.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PUENTE HILLS

The Executive Director is hereby authorized and directed to take all actions
necessary to carry out the intent and purpose of this Resolution including, conducting open and
public meetings in accordance with Government Code section 54953(e) and other applicable
provisions of the Brown Act, for all Board meetings and all standing committee meetings of the
Authority.

Section 6. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption and shall be
effective until the earlier of (i) September 17, 2022 , or such time the Board adopts a subsequent
resolution in accordance with Government Code section 54953(e)(3) to extend the time during
which the Board and all standing committees of the Authority may continue to teleconference

This past year (2021-22), the number of contacts the rangers made with visitors (1,039) has
decreased from the previous year. The attached charts illustrate the details of those contacts.
The rangers’ contacts in Whittier comprised 46% of their time.

An overall decrease in ranger contacts has occurred since the change in Preserve hours went into
effect in 2017. Hellman Park was closed for the first part of 2017 (fiscal year 2016-17) due to
trail repairs and reopened in May with new set hours. In September 2017 (fiscal year 17-18), new
hours were set at Turnbull Canyon, Sycamore Canyon and Hacienda Hills to match those at
Hellman Park. Fiscal year 15-16 (not shown on the charts) would have been the last year in
which hours were sunrise to sunset at all trailneads. Overall ranger contacts decreased 79%
Preserve-wide when comparing fiscal years 15-16 (4,960) to 21-22 (1,039). Budgeted MRCA
staff hours for the various years fluctuated and was primarily driven by financial resources.
Budgeted MRCA staff hours for each fiscal year are as follows: FY 15-16, 85 hours; FY 16-17,
94 hours; FY 17-18, 94 hours; FY 18-19, 94 hours; FY 19-20, 90 hours; FY 20-21, 84 hours; and
FY 21-22, 77 hours.

Ranger outreach services have been downward trending over the past decade. This coincides
with the Authority’s first docent training in 2009, launch of the Authority’s Hills Alive program
in 2009, the rangers’ change in patrol efforts to address the recreation increase over the years,
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and the recent years’ decrease in funding for ranger hours. Last year, all outreach efforts were
minimal due to the schools’ response to the pandemic and budget restrictions.

from respective entities for appointment of new Citizens Technical
Advisory Committee Members: Jeff Brauckmann representing Whittier to
fill a term expiring in February 2026, and Matthew Liang representing the
unincorporated County of Los Angeles to fill a term expiring in February
2026, and b) discussion regarding remaining vacancies.

Recommendation:
That the Board approve CTAC appointments of Mr. Brauckmann and Mr. Liang.

Background:
In 1997 the Board of Directors established a nine-member Citizens Advisory Committee,

later to be known as the Citizens Technical Advisory Committee (CTAC). It is made up
of representatives from the communities of Whittier, La Habra Heights, and the
unincorporated areas of Hacienda Heights and Rowland Heights in Los Angeles County
per the 97-01 Board resolution. Attached is a fact sheet that describes its purpose. The
resolution provides for the Board’s ability to appoint CTAC members who have been
approved and recommended by the respective city councils and the Supervisor
representing the supervisorial district which includes the Subject Jurisdiction.

There currently are four vacant CTAC positions. Three vacancies comprise County
representatives and one represents the City of Whittier. According to the Authority
Board resolution 97-01, if the positions are not filled within 60 days of written notice, the
Authority Board can fill the vacancies. This 60-day time period has elapsed.

In July 2022, the City of Whittier took an action recommending the appointment of Jeff
Brauckmann to the CTAC; please see the attached corresponding notice and application.
In June 2022, Supervisor Solis recommended appointment of Matthew Liang; please see
the attached corresponding letter and application.

The terms of the CTAC members are set by rotating dates, not by when they are
appointed. Therefore, if approved, the CTAC terms for the current recommended
individuals, Mr. Brauckmann and Mr. Liang, would have begun in February 2022. The
appointments would be four years, ending by February 2026.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PUENTE HILLS
LANDFILL NATIVE HABITAT PRESERVATION AUTHORITY ESTABLISHING A
CITIZENS ADVISORY COMMITTEE

WHEREAS, Section 8 of that certain agreement entitled "Property Acquisition And
Maintenance Agreement", dated July 2 , 1997, executed between the Puente Hills Landfill
Native Habitat Preservation Authority ("NHPA"), the City of Whittier ("CITY") and the Whittier
Puente Hills Conservation Authority (WPHCA") provides for the establishment of a Citizens
Advisory Committee ("Committee") drawn from the surrounding communities in the La
Puente/Whittier hills area within the jurisdiction of the County of Los Angeles, City of La Habra
Heights and City of Whittier, State of California, as more particularly described in Exhibit A
attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference ("Subject Jurisdiction"); and

WHEREAS, the Committee shall act solely in an advisory capacity at the express
direction of the NHPA; and ‘

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Committee is to act as a liaison between the NHPA and
the residents of the communities within the Subject Jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the Committee may also assist the NHPA, at the express direction of the
NHPA, by providing valuable advice and recommendations on matters pertaining to the
maintenance, preservation, management, restoration and protection.of the natural resources

contained in the Subject Jurisdiction or on any other matter of ifnportance as determined by the
NHPA; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of California Government Code Sections 54950

et seq., a duly noticed public meeting was conducted and concluded prior to the adoption of this
Resolution.

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PUENTE HILLS LANDFILL NATIVE
HABITAT PRESERVATION AUTHORITY DOES RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. In all respects as set forth in the Recitals of this Resolution.
Section 2. 1. Citizens Advisory Committee.
(a) Creation of Committee. NHPA shall establish a

Citizens Advisory Committee ("Committee") composed of nine members
drawn from the communities within the Subject Jurisdiction. The NHPA
shall appoint to the Commiittee three members each from residents of each



of the following communities: 1) the City of Whittier; 2) the City of La
Habra Heights; and 3) the unincorporated portion of the County of Los
Angeles which geographically includes the Subject Jurisdiction. Those
Committee members appointed by the NHPA from the City of Whittier
shall first be approved by the City Council of the City of Whittier. Those
Committee members appointed by the NHPA from the City of La Habra
Heights shall first be approved by the City Council of the City of La Habra
Heights. Those Committee members appointed by the NHPA from the
unincorporated portion of the County of Los Angeles shall first be
approved by the supervisor representing the supervisorial district which
includes the Subject Jurisdiction. The City of Whittier, the City of La
Habra Heights and the County of Los Angeles for the purposes of
approving prospective members to the Committee shall be known
collectively as the "Approving Agencies". Except for the reduced time
periods for an Initial Term provided herein, the regular term of each
member shall be for a period of four years on a staggered schedule as set
forth herein ("Regular Term"). At the first regular meeting of the
Committee after passage of this Resolution, the three members approved
by each component agency of the Approving Agencies shall each draw lots
to determine the length of their initial membership term ("Initial Term") on
the Committee according to the following distribution: 1) one Initial Term
shall be for a period of two years; 2) one Initial Term shall be for a period
of three years; and 3) one Initial Term shall be for a period of four years.
Thereafter, at the expiration of each Initial Term, said Initial Term shall be
automatically converted into a Regular Term .and thereby permanently
extinguished. In the case of a vacancy in‘membership on the Committee,
the same shall be promptly filled in the same manner as the initial
appointment. In the case of a Committee member's absence, inability,
refusal to act or to remain within the scope of the purposes referenced in
1(b) below, the NHPA may remove said member and appoint a
replacement member in the same manner as the initial appointment. In the
event that any component agency of the Approving Agencies fails to
submit to the NHPA the name(s) of prospective members to the
Committee within sixty (60) days after receiving written notice, whether
for the purposes of initial appointment, vacancy or replacement, the NHPA
may then appoint members to the Committee in the absence of the
requisite approval by any component agency of the Approving Agencies as
referenced herein.

(b) Purpose. The purpose of the Committee is to act as a
liaison between the NHPA and the residents of the communities within the
Subject Jurisdiction. In addition, the Committee may also advise the
NHPA, at the express direction of the NHPA, on matters pertaining to the



maintenance, preservation, management, restoration and protection of the
natural resources contained in the Subject Jurisdiction or on any other
matter affecting the Subject Jurisdiction as determined by the NHPA. Said
Committee shall act solely in an advisory capacity at the express direction
of the NHPA.

(c) Remuneration. Committee members shall receive no
compensation but shall be entitled to be reimbursed for all expenses
approved in advance by the NHPA as reasonably incurred in performing
their responsibilities.

(d) Meetings. The Committee shall hold regular meetings
on an as-needed basis, provided, however, it shall schedule at least one
regular meeting each year. Minutes of each regular meeting shall be
prepared and forwarded on a regular basis to the NHPA.

(e) Quorum. No meeting of the Committee shall be
conducted unless a quorum is present. Five members shall constitute a
quorum for the purposes of any meeting held by the Committee.

(H Officers. The Committee shall elect a Chair and a
Vice Chair from among its members at its first meeting. Thereafter, at the
first meeting held in each succeeding calendar year the members shall
elect or re-elect its Chair and Vice Chair. In the event that the Chair or
Vice Chair ceases to be a member of the Committee, the resulting vacancy
shall be filled at the next meeting of the Committee held after such
vacancy occurs. In the absence or inability of the Chair to act, the Vice
Chair shall act as Chair. The Chair, or in his or her absence the Vice
Chair, shall preside at and conduct all meetings of the Committee.

Section 3. The Secretary shall certify to the passage and adoption hereof.

The purpose of the Puente Hills Habitat Preservation Authority (Habitat Authority) is to
acquire, restore and maintain open space in the western Puente Hills as a permanent protection
for the native habitat. The Habitat Authority came into existence in 1994 as a condition of
approval for the Puente Hills Landfill.

The Board of Directors consists of four members: the City of Whittier, County of Los
Angeles, Sanitation Districts of Los Angeles County, and the Hacienda Heights Improvement
Association.

In 1997 the Board of Directors established a nine-member Citizens Technical Advisory
Committee (CTAC) made up of representatives from the communities of Whittier, La Habra
Heights, and the unincorporated areas of Hacienda Heights and Rowland Heights in Los
Angeles County per the 97-01 Board resolution.

ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEMBERS:

e Are approved by their respective agencies and appointed by the Habitat Authority for the
purpose of acting as a liaison between the Habitat Authority and the residents of the
communities within their subject jurisdiction (Whittier, La Habra Heights, and Los Angeles
County) as well as advising the Board of Directors, at its expressed direction, on various
parkland matters.

e Work on a variety of issues including community concerns, trails and access, and work to
preserve and protect in perpetuity the remaining habitat areas and secure tenuous wildlife
crossing points.

Executive Director to execute contract with California Arborist in the
amount of $110,000 for tree removal services, to be funded by a grant
from the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection

Recommendation:
Authorize Executive Director to execute a contract with California Arborist, in the
amount of $110,000.

Background:
During fiscal year 21-22, the Authority was awarded a $617,862 grant from the

California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE) Fire Prevention
Grants Program to fund activities which would reduce the wildfire fuel load in the Puente
Hills Preserve. The grant award included $110,000 for removal of dead/dying and
hazardous trees.

Staff and rangers identified 136 priority locations across the Preserve where dead/dying
or hazardous trees and woody vegetation piles are present within the fuel modification
zones adjacent to residential structures and along emergency access routes. In total, 288
trees and 25 wood piles have been identified for removal and 8 trees have been identified
for trimming due to branches potentially impeding emergency response vehicles or
posing a safety risk. Contractors were asked to identify the maximum number of trees
and wood piles for removal or treatment as prioritized by staff while staying within the
project budget (not to exceed $110,000: $105,000 plus $5,000 contingency) and specified
timeline. The work will be split between two years and will meet the grant minimum
required removal of 110 trees. The first year’s work requires removal of at least 55 trees
between September 2022 — November 2022. The second year’s work will occur between
September 2023 — November 2023. Additionally, the contractor will be required to take
the majority of the dead tree materials to a recycling/compost facility to satisfy the carbon
sequestration objective of the grant.

The request for proposals (RFP) was made available on the Authority’s website and five
contractors were directly notified. A mandatory job walk was held and five contractors
attended. Four proposals were received by the deadline on July 25th.

California Arborist proposed to address the trees and wood piles at all 136 priority
locations identified in the RFP within the timeframe and budget of this contract. They are
qualified to implement the work, possess the needed license, and have demonstrated
competence as the Authority has contracted with them on several previous occasions. On
August 8, a notice was sent to all contractors informing them of the proposals received
and identifying which contractor proposed to accomplish the most tree removals given
the funds available.

In accordance with Section 4-3 of the Authority’s purchasing policy, contracts for
services shall be based on demonstrated competence, the professional qualifications
necessary for satisfactory performance of the required services, and a fair and reasonable
price.

This project is exempt for the California Environmental Quality Act, and a categorical
exemption (state clearing house number 2021080412) has been filed to address annual
clearance work including tree removal.

Fiscal Impact
There is no fiscal impact. The work will be funded by the Authority Grant Agreement

with CAL FIRE (5GG20144).
